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U Preface )

This is because Persian language has nearly eight centuries long association with India, has
made great impact on Indian culture and contributed to the rich cultural heritage of our
country. Study of Persian at this level would enable the student to become aware of the
links among the Indian languages.

The State Board is thankful to the Chairman and the members of the Editoral Board
and the Coordinator for taking efforts to prepare this textbook. The Board is also thankful
to the writers, poets and institutions from where the material has been obtained.

The Director of the Bureau of Textbook and Curriculum Research has to be specially

thanked for timely printing and distributing this book.
